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And here it is, - the last part of the Mystery: 
Let’s get to the sewing at once. 
 
Bring out the light colored background strips: 
- 1 strip 1 ¼” x ca 12” 
- 2 strips 1,5” x ca 14” 
You will also need the red square, ca 4” x 4”, and the yellow square, ca 2” x 2”. 
 
Block D cont. 
Cut from the light colored background strips 
 1 rectangle 1 ¼” x 10,5” 
2 rectangles 1,5” x 6,5” 
1 rectangle 1,5” x 12,5” 
 
Get out the D block (from part 2). 
Sew the 1 ¼” x 10,5” rectangle/ strip to the left side of the block. 
Sew a 1,5” x 6,5” rectangle to the top of the block . 
Sew a 1,5” x 6,5” rectangle to the bottom of the block . 
Sew the 1,5” x 12,5” rectangle/ strip to the right side of the block. 
 

                
 
The flower 
Now you are to appliqué circles onto block D.  
Use your favorite method. 
 
Pick up the red square, - ca 4” x 4”. 
Cut out a circle and sew it to block D as shown above. 
Pick up the yellow square, - ca 2” x 2”.  
Cut out a circle and sew it to block D ontop of the red circle. 
 
 
Block D is done, - horray! 
For 4 tablemats you need to sew a total of 4 block Ds. 
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4 tablemats 
Bring out the 4 light background 11” x 13” pieces. 
Cut 4 rectangles at 9,5” x 12,5”. 
(Remember that you could make a bigger piece from left over scraps and smaller pieces.) 
 
Bring out 1 block D and sew it together with the light background piece. 
Lay it ontop of the batting and the backing, - 13” x 17”. 
Quilt as you like, and downsize the table mat to 12,5” x 16,5”. 
Sew the binding to the tablemat, - 1,5” x ca 60”. 
 
Make 3 more of the tablemat.
